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Matthew 1

TRUSTING GOD’S WISDOM

Over the past several weeks, Matthew’s Gospel has shown us a variety of Je-
sus’ miracles: multiplying fish and bread, walking on water, and expelling demons.
Thousands of people have witnessed Jesus’ miraculous powers. Yet today, when
Peter professes his faith in Jesus as the Messiah, Jesus swears him to secrecy. We
might wonder at Jesus’ gag order after his very public miracles. Saint Paul’'s Letter
to the Romans captures our curiosity: “How inscrutable are his judgments and how
unsearchable his ways!” Today’s readings ask us to have faith in a marvelous God
who guides us in ways we cannot fully understand. The readings from Isaiah and
the Gospel both show us times when the Lord designates earthly leaders. Eliakim
and Peter are fallible men, yet God entrusts them with far-reaching, even eternal,
responsibility. Trusting God’s wisdom, we pray for our leaders and join together to
worship the Lord.

WHAT'S IN A NAME?

In a dramatic moment, Jesus gives Simon a new name: Peter, the rock. The account
of Simon’s new name is told differently in other Gospels. In John and Mark, Jesus
renames Simon upon first meeting him and calling him to be one of the Twelve.
Here in Matthew'’s account, however, Jesus changes Simon into Peter only after he
professes his faith in Jesus as the Messiah. Peter’s experience helps us reflect on
dramatic moments in our own lives: “What is a personal moment that affected me
so radically that | seemed to become a new person? What transformative experi-
ence changed my name, either literally or figuratively?”

Sometimes a name change is built into major life moments, naturally flowing from
birth, adoption, Confirmation, profession of religious vows, or marriage. But imag-
ine if someone gave you a new name, without any warning, and without consulting
you. Renaming someone is an extraordinary act. Jesus surely knows this, and re-
names only one of his disciples. Simon is the only disciple Jesus sets apart in this
way. While the Gospels gradually reveal many of Simon Peter’s character flaws, we

Anointing: If you wish to receive an anointing please call the Parish
Office: (952) 227-4000.

Communion for the Homebound: When we come together to pray at
our Eucharistic liturgy, we do not forget the members of our community
who are unable to be with us because of ill health. We remember them
in our prayers, and we wish to include them in our Holy Communion.
Members of our community bring the Blessed Sacrament to them to
comfort them and to unite us in the Eucharist. We are not always
aware of those who have this need. Please call the Parish Office to let
us know if you or a member of your family would like to have Holy
Communion brought to them. That way we can schedule a time for our
ministers to visit and bring the Sacrament.

Hospital, Nursing Home, Homebound Visits: Churches are no long-
er notified by hospitals or nursing homes when a parishioner is admit-
ted unless the family has requested it. If you or a family member are
homebound, hospitalized or in a nursing home and would like a visit
from a member of the ministry staff, please call the Parish Office.

My Installation as Your Pastor
I remember well when my first pastor,
Father Mike Anderson, at The Church of
Saint Bernard in Saint Paul, asked me to
read canons 529-537 of the Code of Can-
on Law. These codes or church laws de-
scribe in detail the duties of a pastor.
They are considerable indeed and no
small task! A pastor is obliged to make
provision that the Word of God is proclaimed in its entire-
ty. This is to be done by offering a homily and catecheti-
cal instruction. He is to foster works of social justice and
to have particular care for the Catholic education of chil-
dren and youth. And he is to make every effort with your
collaboration to make sure that the gospel comes to those
who have ceased their practice of religion. He is to make
sure that the Holy Eucharist is the center of the parish as-
sembly of the faithful and to make sure that we are nour-
ished through the devout celebration of the sacraments.
He is to work so that the faithful frequently approach the
sacraments of Holy Eucharist and Penance and so that
they are led to the practice of prayer in their families. He
is to know the families entrusted to his care and share es-
pecially in their cares, anxieties and griefs, strengthening
them in the Lord and prudently correcting them if they are
failing in certain areas. With generous love he is to help
the sick, particularly those close to death, refreshing them
with the sacraments and commending their souls to God.
With particular diligence he is to seek out the poor, the
afflicted, the lonely and those weighed down with special
difficulties. He is to work so that spouses and parents are
supported in their duties, fostering growth of Christian life
in the family.

I have to ask myself, “Have I really done all of
this?” [ remember one parishioner commenting as she and
her husband were moving to another parish, “You always
fought the good fight.” I guess that is what [ can do. 1
can’t take a break from it. I can certainly go home and
relax when I need to, but only so that I can begin the task
again on behalf of you, the parishioners. I look forward to
my installation Mass with you all and being your pastor.

It is what God has chosen and so I trust that it will bring
you and I new life. Come to the 4:00 PM Mass on Satur-
day, August 29™ and we will celebrate together. We will
have hot dogs and hamburgers after in the parking lot (or
gym if weather does not permit).

She had smiles for the neighbors, though her husband
found her religion and the charity it inspired annoying.
She made tearful prayers in private for a son, outwardly
self-assured but, as his mother knew, inwardly restless,
and whose girlfriend of a dozen years had borne his child
out of wedlock. Though not the first or last such mother
and son, Monica and Augustine are the Church’s most
famous, so we keep their feast days back to back, with
Monica’s, fittingly, first. To Rome she followed Augus-
tine, then to Milan, where years of prayer—and nag-
ging—finally bore fruit in his conversion by Saint Am-
brose. For six months, mother and son enjoyed the bless-
ing of rediscovering each other. Just in time! On the way
home to North Africa, Monica took sick and died near
Rome. No child who has mourned a parent can read, un-
moved, Augustine’s tender account, in his Confessions, of
Monica’s last days. At this time of the year, when parents
watch apprehensively as children leave for school, may
Monica’s perseverance and Augustine’s long-prayed-for

conversion ease anxiety and kindle hope.

CONFIAR EN LA SABIDURIA DE DIOS

En las Ultimas semanas, el Evangelio de Mateo nos mostré una variedad de milagros
de Jesus: multiplicar pescado y pan, caminar sobre el agua y expulsar demonios. Millas
de personas han sido testigos de los poderes milagrosos de Jesus. Sin embargo, hoy,
cuando Pedro profesa su fe en Jesls como el Mesias, JesUs le ordena que lo mantenga
en secreto. Podriamos preguntarnos sobre la instruccion de Jesus de guardar silencio
después de sus milagros muy publicos. La Carta de San Pablo a los Romanos captura
nuestra curiosidad: “jCuan inescrutables son sus juicios y cuan inescrutables son sus
caminos!” Las lecturas de hoy nos piden que tengamos fe en un Dios maravilloso que
nos guie de maneras que no podemos entender completamente. Las lecturas de Isaias y
del Mateo nos muestran momentos cuando el Sefor designados a los lideres terrenales.
Eliakim y Pedro son hombres falibles, sin embargo, Dios les confia una responsabilidad
de largo alcance, incluso eterna. Confiando en la sabiduria de Dios, oramos por nuestros
lideres y nos unimos para adorar al Sefor.

¢ QUE HAY EN UN NOMBRE?

En un momento impresionante, Jesus da a Simon un nuevo nombre: Pedro, que significa
piedra. La historia del nuevo nombre de Simon se cuenta de manera diferente en otros
evangelios. En Juan y Marcos, JesUs da el nuevo nombre a Simon después de su primer
encuentro e invitdndolo para ser uno de los Doce. Sin embargo, aqui en la historia de
Mateo, Jesls cambia el nombre de Simoén a Pedro solo después que Simoén profesa
su fe en Jesus como el Mesias. La experiencia de Pedro nos ayuda a reflexionar en
momentos impresionantes de nuestra propia vida: “;Qué momento personal me afectd
radicalmente que parecia que me convertia en una nueva persona? ;Qué experiencia
transformadora cambié mi nombre, ya sea literal o figurativamente?”

Algunas veces un cambio de nombre sucede en momentos importantes, naturalmente
después del nacimiento, adopcion, Confirmacion, profesion de votos religiosos, o el ma-
trimonio. Pero imagina si alguien te dio algun nombre, sin ningun aviso o sin consultar-
telo. Renombrar a alguien es un acto extraordinario. JesUs seguramente sabia esto, y
renombra solo a uno de sus discipulos. Simoén es el Unico discipulo al que Jesus le hace
esto. Al tiempo que vamos leyendo los evangelios, podemos notar varias de las debili-
dades y defectos de Pedro, y también constantemente recordamos el dia que Jesus lo
llamo “piedra” y le confid el camino de la salvacion.

Isabel de Flores naci6 en Lima, Per(; era tan bella,
que su madrina dijo que era “bella como una rosa”. Asu-
mid ese mismo nombre al momento de su Confirmacion y
afios después, cuando por fin su familia se convenci6 de
que no aspiraba al matrimonio, adopt6 el nombre de Rosa
como Religiosa Terciaria Dominica, viviendo en casa, de-
dicada a la oracion, al trabajo diario y al cuidado de los
pobres; tejia hasta altas horas de la noche, ademas de dedi-
carse a la jardineria para luego colaborar en la economia
familiar. Su vida de oracidn y penitencia fue intachable y
ejemplar, pues no s6lo contemplé a Dios en la creacion,
sino que construyd una cabafia en oratorio personal en su
jardin. En un cuarto de su casa comenz6 un hospital cui-
dando de los enfermos y de quienes acudian a ella. Como
gran santa que fue, su vida se vio marcada por el sacrificio
y la angustia espiritual. Muri6 a los 31 afios llegando a ser
la primera persona latinoamericana en ser canonizada,
