THE BEAUTY AND MEANING OF
EUCHARISTIC PROCESSIONS

Dear Parishioners,

As we journey deeper into our faith and draw closer to the heart of Jesus Christ, we are
reminded of the many beautiful traditions that unite us as a Church. One such tradition,
rich in meaning and grace, is the Eucharistic procession. The tradition finds its roots in the
feast of Corpus Christi, established in the 13th century, specifically to honor the Body and
Blood of Christ. Since then, Catholics around the world have embraced Eucharistic
processions as moments of deep prayer, joy, and witness. In the seminary we learned of such processions in
Medieval times in which anyone passing by would immediately genuflect and make the sign of the cross. Oh,
how we would like those days to return!

A Eucharistic procession is a public witness of our Catholic faith in the real presence of Jesus Christ in
the Holy Eucharist. In this sacred act, the consecrated Host — the Body of Christ — is placed in a monstrance
and carried solemnly through the streets or around the church grounds. The faithful follow in prayer and
reverence, often singing hymns, praying the Rosary, or simply walking in silence and awe.

These processions are not just ceremonial. They are powerful expressions of our belief that Jesus
walks with us — not just in the church building, but in the world, in our neighborhoods, and in our daily lives.
They invite the community to encounter the presence of Christ outside the confines of Sunday Mass and
serve as a public act of devotion, love, and evangelization.

When we walk in procession with our Eucharistic Lord, we are making a simple but profound
statement: Christ is at the center of our lives. We bring Him into our streets, our homes, and our hearts,
asking Him to bless our communities, heal our wounds, and guide us in love.

As we prepare for our own Eucharistic procession here at Guardian Angels and Saint Nicholas, let us
do so with open hearts. Come ready to walk with Jesus, to be transformed by His presence, and to share
that light with the world. | look forward to it with you! Bring water, a hat and sunscreen. | look forward to
spending the time at the picnic with you also.
